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“A talk about Greenspring Farm”

The program for Saturday, July 19 will be a talk about Greenspring Farm.  The farm is located at the corner of the Eldersville Road and Strope Road. The talk will be led by Peggy Strain, whose home is Greenspring Farm. She will tell you the condition of the farm when she and her husband Ben purchased the farm in 1990, and what attracted them to the farm. Greenspring Farm is one of the oldest farms in the area still in existence. It was patented in 1789 and Greenspring is the patent name. For many years it was a dairy farm and now is a horse boarding facility.  A photo album will be available of pictures of the farm in 1990.
Peggy will share with you research on the history of Greenspring Farm. She has the chain of ownership from 1786 to 1990.  The farm in 1853 was owned by Robert Stewart, the father of Eliza Jane Stewart. She married David Kidd who owned Kidd’s Mill. When David Kidd passed away, Eliza Jane continued to manage Kidd’s Mill.
There will be time for questions and refreshments following the meeting.  You do not have to be a member of the Historical Society to attend any of our meetings.
